1. Press and hold the Print button until the test label starts to
print.

2. Release the Print button.

Once the printer is turned on, it runs a startup wizard to let you
enter basic setup information.

1. Enterallthe information on the wizard screens. Click No
when prompted to run other wizards.

2. From the Ready screen, tap the Main Menu .
3. From the Main Menu, tap Tools > Test Labels.
4. Select the test label you want to print and tap it.
